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Formats

Presentations at the 2010 Global Citizenship Conference will take a variety of forms in
order to meet the needs of a wide range of presenters, participants and topics. The
following is an overview of the different formats that will be incorporated into the
conference schedule.

There will be facilitated discussion groups in which delegates are encouraged to discuss
about their own past and newly created personal experiences, and listen to the
experiences of others. These open spaces aim to encourage a better understanding of
the issues and to take these ideas forward in order to become a more conscientious
global citizen.

Keynote Lecture - Focus on sharing information and expertise while addressing the
primary themes of “the Power to Empower” and Global Citizenship

Lecture - Focus on a specific area of interest that relates to a selected conference theme
Panel Debate - Focus on highlighting diverse views on a topic

Workshop - Focus on interactive discussion and participatory activities to explore a
specific area of interest that relates to a selected topic

Open Discussion — Focus on encouraging continuing dialogue by providing open spaces
for discourse on issues decided by the delegates

The Programming Committee for the Conference is also open to suggestions for various
other mediums that may be used to support the message of Global Citizenship, such as
documentary films, visual arts, music, and dance.

High School Program

High school students have traditionally attended the conference for the Saturday
program, where some of the lectures and workshops are specifically planned for them.
High school delegates are supervised by undergraduate student mentors. The
Conference is a great opportunity for interested students to learn about global issues
and meet like-minded students. Teachers are encouraged to bring their classes, and
even to integrate the Conference as part of a course project. Delegate registration is
limited.
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The Global Citizenship Conference relies heavily on the support of sponsors to help
make the event a reality. With their generous donations we are able to achieve our goal
of raising awareness of global issues here at home. The 2010 Global Citizenship
Conference is set to reach its broadest audience yet, and sponsorship is more important
than ever.

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Past Global Citizenship Conferences

The first Global Citizenship Conference was held in 2006, attracting 400 to 500 delegates
annually since. Delegates include university and high school students, academics,
community members, NGOs and policy-makers gathered-to learn about and discuss
important global issues of human rights, peace, trade, development and the
environment. They have helped the Global Citizenship Conference evolve from a
student-driven aspiration to inspiring commitments of youth for the betterment of their
local and global communities.

Prominent speakers over past years have included Stephen Lewis, former UN Special
Envoy for HIV/AIDS in Africa; Stephen Wallace, Vice-President Policy Branch of the
Canadian International Development Agency; George Roter, Co-Founder and Co-CEO of
Engineers Without Borders; Michael Ignatieff, renowned global academic and deputy
leader of the Liberal Party of Canada; Cedza Dlamini, and Matt Wood, Canada director
of Invisible Children.

Many local and international organizations have participated in the Conference,
including CIDA, Global Youth Network, War Child, Amnesty International, UNICEF,
Engineers Without Borders, TakinglTGlobal, Right to Play, STAND, and WUSC.

The conferences are characterized by innovative programming, incorporating visual art,
documentary films and musical performances into the event. Delegates are encouraged
to be active participants and share their ideas about global citizenship. Opportunities for
interaction with presenters and peers in the past have included a special ‘Dot-mocracy
Café’, Open Spaces, and Visions to Actions Discussion Sessions.

The conferences have received overwhelming praise from all involved in the event;
